The career of Lewis K. Hauser, Jr.,  of Bethalto, spans 49

years - 30 as a school teacher and administrator, and the last

11 as a busy volunteer.

He is treasurer for four organizations, transports food to

the less fortunate, heads a group at his church, and finds

time to play golf a couple of days a week.

Except for a little graying in his hair, Hauser does not

appear to be 70, as he hauls a tub of food to his van, a vehi-

cle that is a must for him and his wife, Dolores.

The van contains a portable desk for Mrs. Hauser to use

while working crossword puzzles on their trips to Chicago

to visit their children and grandchildren.

In 1956, Hauser began with Bethalto Community Unit 8

as a mathematics and physical education teacher at Wilbur

Trimpe Junior High and Civic Memorial High School.

He was promoted to principal of Cottage Hills

Elementary School, where he stayed four years, before

being named the district’s assistant superintendent to

Donald Simpson.

The two worked together for 19 years, and when

Simpson retired, Hauser was named superintendent, a posi-

tion he held for four years prior to retirement in 1989.

His volunteer work already had started while employed.

He was a Bethalto Rotarian, and served as the club’s presi-

dent in 1975.  For his exemplary service, the club named

him a Paul Harris Fellow.

He served as a director of Pride, Inc., an area-wide beau-

tification organization, for 10 years, and was president of

Bethalto Spirit for six years.

Now he serves as treasurer of Bethalto Spirit,

and of the Endowment Fund at College Avenue

Presbyterian Church in Alton.

Also, he is treasurer of the Ten Grand Club of

his Rotary Club, and is treasurer of St. Louis

Regional Airport Authority.

Hauser said Bethalto Spirit raised funds by

selling memorial bricks in a patio area in front of

the Bethalto Village Hall.

He remains active with Bethalto Spirit, which

sponsors the annual Christmas Walk, youth pro-

grams for about 80 children, concerts in the

park, sending a student to Washington, D.C.,

each year, and village beautification.

The group also does some work with the

Bethalto Museum.

“Basically, I am a promoter of Bethalto...it is

doing well, and is progressing,” Hauser said.

When he is not promoting Bethalto, he is driv-

ing to his church in Alton, where he picks up

food, and takes it to the Food Crisis Center.

At his church, Hauser has been an elder three

different times.  Now he and his wife are skip-

pers of their church’s Mariners, part of a nation-

wide family ministry group. 

Each year, through the Mariners, Hauser par-

ticipates in a mission trip. Last year, he traveled to

Michigan where he helped reconstruct and repaint a build-

ing  at a Presbyterian youth camp.

“It is called Mariners in Mission,” he said,

“and the organization holds an annual meeting

on a college campus, and I generally attend.”

Prior to becoming a teacher, Hauser was a lieutenant in

the Air Force for 4 1/2 years, and was in the reserves for

another 25 years, which further helps emphasize his com-

mitment to volunteerism. ■
